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Dimitris Plantzos is Professor of classical archaeology at the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens
and director of this University’s BA Program in the Archaeology, History and Literature of Ancient Greece.
Born in Alexandria, Egypt, he studied history and archaeology at Athens, and holds an MPhil and a DPhil in
classical archaeology from Oxford, where he also spent three years as a British Academy Postdoctoral Fellow.
He is the author of various papers and books on Greek art and archaeology, archaeological theory and classical
reception. His Greek-language textbook on Greek Art and Archaeology, first published in 2011 by Kapon Edi-
tions, was published in 2016 in English and is now available by American publishers Lockwood Press in At-
lanta, Georgia. His more recent book, The Art of Painting in Ancient Greece, published by Kapon Editions in
Athens, was also published by Lockwood Press in 2018. In 2012 he was co-editor, with Professor Tyler Jo
Smith, of Wiley-Blackwell’s Companion to Greek Art, also available in paperback since 2018. Since last year
he is co-director of the “Funerary art in the Eastern Mediterranean (4th c. - Ist c. BCE)” research project,
funded by the Getty Foundation, and is scheduled to edit, along with his colleague in Athens Professor Nikolas
Dimakis, a Companion to Ptolemaic Alexandria for Routledge. In 2024 he was elected Corresponding Member
of the Archaeological Institute of America.
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
