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Each abstract must state clearly:
· The purpose of the work.
· The manner and degree to which it advances the state of the art (novelty, originality). 
· Specific results that have been obtained. 
Authors are asked to submit a one-page abstract in one-column format. In the page setup the paper size should be set to A4.
